SUGGESTED INSTRUCTIONAL UNITS/THEMES

Unit/Theme 01 - Visual Arts
Sudentswill use the elements of design in their art, focusing on shape and line. They will understand and use pattern and movement, as well as a wide

variety of materials, when creating works of art. They will explore the art of a variety of cultures, and become familiar with the art of several major
artists.

Unit/Theme 02 - Music
Sudentswill hear and create changes in tempo and volume, and will become familiar with the musical symbols for each. They will know the intervals of
the treble clef. They will identify by sight and sound the families of instruments. Sudents will participate in a variety of musical forms, including

simple harmony. They will be able to take care of equipment and demonstrate good audience skills. All students will perform in at least one musical
production per year.

Unit/Theme 03 - Drama
Sudentswill further develop their sensory and emotional awarenss through improvisation, pantomime, and storytelling. They will create and record radio
drama.They will recognize common themes from cultural stories, and will dramatize the characterswithin the stoies. They will begin to understand
the technical elements of plays as they create and perform their own plays.

Unit/Theme 04 - Dance
In second grade, students will use patterns and formations to participate and create dance movements. They will respond to directions of simple folk
dances, and will demonstrate their own ability to create, remember and reproduce dances.
