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COURSE DESCRIPTION 
In f i f t h grade, students explore t he hist ory and geography of t he Unit ed States t hrough t he eyes of American art ists. In addit ion,  t hey learn pract ical  skills to 
enhance t heir understanding of t he four Fine Arts disciplines through t he t hree st rands of the t he curriculum: Creat ive/ Product ive, Cri t ical/ Responsive, and 
Cult ural/ Historical .

Unit /Theme 02 - Music 

Students will  understand how maj or and minor modes affect  music.  They wi ll understand t he difference between orchest ras and bands. They wil l use their 
understanding of notes on a grand staf f to play a classroom inst rument  as part  of a group.  They will  develop a basic knowledge and appreciat ion of 
American music. They wil l be able to take care of equipment  and demonst rate good audience and group skil ls as they part icipate in at  least  one 
musical product ion per year. 

 
Unit /Theme 03 - Drama 

Students will  develop sensory and emot ional awareness t hrough a variet y of act ivit ies.  They wi ll st udy and compare t he folklore that  developed in the 
Unit ed States.  They will  use characterizat ion and technical elements t o act  out  scenes using props and costumes. 

 
Unit /Theme 04 - Dance 

As students study the history and geography of the United States, t hey wi ll explore t he wide range of dance forms t hat  emerged t hroughout  our count ryÕs 
history.  From t radit ional Nat ive American celebratory and rit ual dances to folk, reels, square dancing and other unique American forms,  dance will  
ref lect  the cult ural events as t he history of t he U.S.  unfolds.
